Early in 2011, the Center for Bio-Ethical Reform (CBR) will sponsor 

an international mission trip to several US universities. College-age 

activists from as far away as Ghana will travel to America for two full 

weeks of apologetics training and campus outreach with our  

Genocide Awareness Project (GAP).  In 2010, we broke ground with 

this new vision.  It was a huge success as new pro-life apologists 

joined veterans in a concerted effort to bring truth and healing to local  

communities.  CBR brought almost 40 internationals to the US and  

demand is even greater this year.  This time, over 80 of the best  

recruits in the world will participate in this life-changing mission.

The main characteristic that sets PLI apart from most other training seminars is the  

outreach component.  PLI combines the classroom with the real world by immediately  

involving graduates in conversations about abortion with students on campus.  PLI not 

only teaches students to fish, but also takes them fishing.  
 

In other words, head knowledge is important, but using that knowledge to start  

conversations with oneôs peers is even more vital.

Last year, Ruth Lobo graduated from PLI and joined our mission team.  Afterwards, 

Ruth returned to Canada and enrolled immediately in our summer internship program.  

This fall, she took over the helm of Lifeline, Carleton University's pro-life club.  On 

October 4, 2010, four students (including Ruth) were arrested on trespassing charges  

at Carleton University for attempting to set up GAP.   Yes, thatôs right! These students 

were arrested for attempting to show abortion images on their very own campus!  The 

university has repeatedly infringed upon the studentsô free speech rights.  Unfortunately, 

their arrest was inevitable and necessary to try to protect pro-life speech in Canada.  

Thanks to Ruthôs leadership, the actions of the university are being challenged!   
 

Ruth told a university official, ñWe will proceed [with GAP] because we are students on this campus and we are being  

silenced because we are expressing a view that is unpopular.  This censorship should concern everyone, regardless of one's 

views on abortion.  It's the equivalent of telling Martin Luther King, Jr. that he can give his 'I Have a Dream' speech in his 

church basement and invite white people to come and see it if they want to.ò

After Ruthôs arrest, Stephanie Gray, Director of the Canadian CBR wrote: 
 

ñAs I was filming the appalling arrest of these kind and respectful students, my eyes 

filled with tears and I held back sobs.  But tonight I found myself asking, óDid I cry 

for the babies who were slaughtered today?ô  Did you? 
 

ñA whole community is rallying to action for these students because we saw their 

plight.  Perhaps we fail to rally for pre-born children with that same passion and 

fervor because their victimization is one we do not see. 
 

ñLet us not criticize the university for its refusal to allow the truth of abortion to be 

shown on one hand, while with our other hand we censor the images ourselves.  Let 

us not be part of the cover-up of the decapitation, dismemberment, and disembowel-

ment of pre-born children.  Let us not stand behind the students.  Rather, let us stand 

with them.ò I agree.
