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A. A Constitutional Amendment 
B. Making Abortion Unthinkable? 
C. Nominating Pro-Life Justices? 

Answer: B - Making abortion unthinkable.   
 

On January 22, 2009, thousands of pro-lifers, will for the 36th time, descend on Washington, DC, for the March for Life.  
This is the time of year when pro-life Americans remember the infamous US Supreme Court decision of Roe v. Wade.   
According to the Alan Guttmacher Institute, Americans commit over 1 million abortions per year.  Since 1973, 50 million 
babies have lost their lives to abortion.  For many Americans there seems to be no end in sight.  After almost 40 years of 
advocating for the unborn, American public support for first trimester abortions (where close to 90% occur) has actually  
increased.  Despite this fact,  pro-life resources keep being poured into legislation and candidates in an attempt to reverse 
Roe v. Wade.  Parental notice and consent laws have been passed.  Partial birth abortion has been outlawed.  Government 
funding of abortion has been curtailed.  Despite these important advances, the majority of abortions remain entirely legal.   
 

Since 1974, Americans have elected 4 Republican Presidents.  All these Republican Presidents made promises to  
nominate “strict constructionists” to the US Supreme Court.  However, only 4 of the 7 justices nominated by Republican 
Presidents over this time period ended up actually voting pro-life (Scalia, Thomas, Alito, and Roberts).  Tragically, we 
have had Republican Presidents for 22 of the last 34 years and Roe v. Wade still remains the law of the land.  Clearly, 
attempting to elect pro-life Presidents who will appoint pro-life judges has failed to produce the desired result of reversing 
Roe v. Wade.  Don’t get me wrong, it is still the goal of the pro-life movement to reverse Roe v. Wade and send the issue 
back to state legislatures and eventually to enact a human life amendment to the US Constitution.  But many in our  
movement seem to have put the cart before the horse.  Much of the pro-life movement has wrongly put its trust in  
politicians to end abortion instead of focusing on educating the public on what abortion is and does.  Ps 146:3 says, “Do 
not put your trust in princes, in mortal man, in whom there is no salvation.”  The results are in.  This strategy is failing.   
It is failing because, as President George W. Bush once said, “Americans are not ready to outlaw abortion.”  How could 
they be?  We haven’t convinced them that abortion is an act of violence that kills a baby.  However, there is a strategy 
that, if enacted now, can lead to the end of legal abortion.  Please read on.

Step#2—Utilize the Genocide Awareness Project (GAP) as the means of training 
leaders and as an effective mass outreach tool.   
 

There is nothing better than learning to think on your feet.  Once trained in the 
classroom, we take the students to an outreach event [GAP] at a local campus and 
let them practice using their newly acquired knowledge on their peers.  This 
method develops critical thinking and speaking skills and helps students open the 
door to discuss not only abortion but their faith in Jesus Christ.   
 

GAP is a great mass media project.  The best.  When GAP visits a campus, it  
educates thousands of students on abortion.  However, because of our limited  
resources, we cannot be everywhere we need to be.  At the current rate, thousands 
of US university and college students will never encounter GAP.

In other 
words, CBR Midwest focuses on utilizing GAP as a leadership development tool 
first and a mass outreach project second.  Using this method empowers students to 
use these tools now and for a lifetime.  Their experience is life changing.
