On Friday August 1, eighteen pro-lifers participgtin the Maryland Face the
Truth Tour were arrested apparently without warrbigdHartford County State
Troopers in the city of Bel Air, Maryland. CBR Migst’s “Choice” Trucks
were part of the week long event but were not &by the arrests.

Since then, all charges have been dropped aghmgtrd-lifers who were
unjustly arrested on during the tour. Harford GglenState Attorney Joe

Cassilly dismissed the charges against eight adotisen teenagers, who had]

been arrested without warning during a peacefulipyioo-life
testimony, during the last stop on a tour sponsbyddefend Life.

While none of those taken into custody were tolg titey were being
arrested, they were later charged with loiteriagufe to obey a lawful order,
and disorderly conduct.

"This decision by the State of Maryland to drop tharges shows that our sid
of the story was the true story," said Defend Difeector Jack Ames, who was
among those arrested. "There were no traffic jafrtere were no people
running in and out of traffic. There was no refusadisperse. They plainly
and simply violated our First Amendment rights!'efBnd Life is considering
a lawsuit.
