THE PRO-LIFE INSTITUTE (PLI)  TRAINS  
advocates of the pro-life view to persuasively 
articulate and defend their position in the market-
place of ideas. Simply stated, our main purpose is 
to disciple others to save lives. 

PLI’s message focuses an answering the simple 
question “What is the Unborn?”1 The biological 
evidence supports PLI’s position that life begins at 
conception. Our philosophical view is that no 
essential difference exists between the unborn and 
the born.  PLI exposes the logical fallacies of pro-
choice rhetoric in the light of reason.

PLI’s primary training seminar, Creating Dialogue on 
Campus, goes on the road all across the America to 
universities, schools, churches and other events to 
train a fresh generation of young apologists.

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THE HEART OF THE ABORTION ISSUE  
is centered on one question: “What is the unborn?”  
The Law of Biogenesis dictates that two human 
parents can only produce human offspring.  At the 
moment of conception, a unique human being, with 
a genetic identity different from his or her parents, 
comes into existence.

Personhood is a legal status we confer upon, or 
withhold from, a particular class of human beings.  To 
grant the unborn anything less than legal personhood 
is discrimination based on size, level of development, 
environment and/or degree of dependency (SLED).2

SIZE: Is Arnold Schwarzenegger more of a person 
than Celine Dion because he is larger?  If not, then 
does the argument directed toward the unborn that 
“They are only the size of a grain of rice” hold up?  
Our size does not determine  personhood.

LEVEL OF DEVELOPMENT:  It is true the 
unborn are less developed than the newly born.  A 
newborn, however, is less developed than a toddler, 
and a pre-pubescent girl or boy is less developed than 
a teenager.  Does the unborn’s level of development 
make them less human than older children? Level of 
development does not determine personhood.

ENVIRONMENT:   The unborn live in a special 
place, their mother’s womb.  Born people live in a 
different environment—outside the womb.  Does 
our location determine who we are?  Why should 
a child outside the birth canal be more of a person 
than one inside it?  Environment does not determine 
personhood.

DEGREE OF DEPENDENCY: If the ability to 
survive independently from others (such as outside 
the mother’s womb) is what makes us human, then 
it follows that all born people dependent on 
incubators, dialysis machines, or insulin are non-
persons or less human than those of us who are not.
