Pro-life groups from all over America joined together on July 
14, 2008, to attempt to persuade the leadership of the NAACP to 
embrace the pro-life position.  Rev. Clenard H. Childress, Jr. 
brought 75 individuals from New Jersey, some of them NAACP 
delegates, and many families with children.  CBR Midwest  
assisted Rev. Childress by bringing our GAP signs and  
Reproductive Choice Campaign Trucks (RCC) to the Cincinnati 
metropolitan area for the outreach.   
 

For the past 10 years, Life Education and Research Network 
(BlackGenocide.org), has co-labored with CBR on the Genocide 
Awareness Project (GAP).  Just this winter, Rev. Childress, 
along with some teenage trainees and several seasoned veterans 
from his church, defended life with CBR on the campuses of 
Florida State University, University of Florida, University of 
South Florida, and University of Central Florida in Orlando.  
These young people are representative of CBR’s vision to  
inspire and train a new generation of youth to participate in  
pro-life activism in a similar fashion.  
 

For five hours, pro-lifers witnessed against abortion on the  
sidewalk in front of the Convention Center as the RCC trucks  
circled the center.  Hundreds of pieces of literature were handed 
out to the delegates as they entered the convention. 
 

After CBR’s outreach was completed, leaders from various 
groups convened a press conference in front of the Duke Energy 
Center.  Dr. Alveda King, niece of the late Dr. Martin Luther 
King Jr., along with many others, was present at the event. 



CBR Midwest’s GAP Display 
Changes Hearts at UCF 

 

The Center for Bio-Ethical Reform (CBR) Midwest brought 
the Genocide Awareness Project (GAP) to the University of 
Central Florida on February 25-26, 2008.  This marked the 
first return of GAP to this university in two years.  GAP is one 
of the most effective outreaches to college campuses ever 
devised.  
 

Jesse Cuadros, UCF Students for Life President, said: 
 

I cannot express in words what this event did for our  
Students for Life group and for our campus.  I share the 
view of my members that participated in GAP, that this 
was the best experience of our college careers.  I was able 
to have a lot of great conversations as well as just watch 
how the images spoke for them to so many who have been 
fed lies about abortion.  I saw students’ faces turn in dis-
gust at the evil crime of abortion as their hearts softened 
to the reality of “choice.”  GAP really motivated me to 
continue to fight this battle against death in our nation 
while changing one heart at a time. 
 
 

Another Court Victory for  
Pro-Life College Students! 

 

Because you support CBR Midwest, you helped reverse  
anti-First Amendment policies at the University of Maryland at 
Baltimore County (UMBC).  Because you support CBR, Mid-
west is building momentum for the cause of unborn children. 
 

In 2007, the Rock for Life student group at UMBC attempted 
to set up GAP on the UMBC campus.  In a clear violation of 
the students' First Amendment rights, the UMBC forced the 
students to take GAP to a deserted location, so that few people 
would see it.  The students had few options, so they called 
CBR for advice.  We recommended that they cancel the event 
and initiate legal action, which they did.  We referred them 
to the Alliance Defense Fund (ADF), which was founded by 
Dr. James Dobson and others to protect the Constitutional 
rights of pro-life and other pro-family groups.  ADF is doing a 
great job with this case.  As it became clear that UMBC would 
lose in court, they agreed to revise their policies to recognize 
the First Amendment rights of their students.  There is still 
more work to be done, but this is a huge victory, not just for 
pro-lifers, but for all Americans. 
 

Please keep your support coming so we can keep winning these 
lawsuits. 
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I am post-abortive and I have worked at crisis  
pregnancy centers for much of my adult life, trying to 
help other women find healing through God's  
forgiveness.  But I always thought that these pictures 
were harsh and divisive … a bit too extreme for me.  
Then I was confronted with an abortion video that uses 
some of the same pictures that you use for GAP, and I 
realized that these pictures show the reality of abortion.  
These pictures show that abortion is violent and grue-
some.  It is not a tidy and neat “choice.”  I have shown 
videos and pictures like this to young girls considering  
abortion over the last ten years, and I can say that the 
pictures have much more of an impact than any words I 
could use to persuade them.  Sometimes it's hard to look 
at the pictures, but it is the truth and that is what can 
really change minds and save people's lives.
